In September 2011, the Egyptian Ministry of Education (MOE) introduced advanced
Science, Technology, Engineering, and Mathematics (STEM) education, as part of its
formal secondary education system, targeting gifted students who have the desire
and aptitude to pursue specialized and advanced levels of science and mathematics
to progress on to higher education.

The program will support the
expansion and sustainability of STEM education by preparing candidate teachers to
deliver STEM curricula, adopt evolving STEM teaching methodologies, and engage
in research and innovation, in addition to strengthening STEM in-service
professional development programs. Pre-service and in-service teacher education
institutions will institutionalize the development and dissemination of new STEM
knowledge. USAID/Egypt recognizes that STEM teacher education requires systemic
reform that will involve higher education institutions, the Ministries of Education
and Higher Education, and STEM schools.
